The life of lifeguards

There is no more welcome sight on beaches all over the world than a lifeguard.

You can spot the \hfeguards a mile off — which is, of course, half the point. Not only do they wear
hlghly nspicuous red-and-yellow uniforms, but somehow they manage to look better than the rest
of us too.

‘Last year, we only had to make five rescues,’ says head lifeguard Rod Terry, 22. ‘Another year, we
helped 29 people in the space of three hours. You never know what you're going to be called upon
to do, which is why you need lifeguards who can cope with any situation.’ You'd think, of course,
they'd all be keen to perform some public heroics, but Rod is quick to g‘ebuff any such suggestions.

‘As far as we're concerned, we’d far rather stop someone getting into trouble than have to get them
out of it.” One of the lifeguards in Rod’s team is 24-year-old R becca Surridge. She says, ‘One
minute you can find yourself dealing with minor cuts and. razes‘ and the next with a situation
where one group of people on the beach is annoying another group. You have to handle thlngs/
sensmvely too.’ Even if they do talk tough, the lifeguards have no legal authority with which to ba
yp their words. ‘We can only advise,’ adds Rod. ‘If someone wants to ignore a red flag, they're free
to do so. 'A red flag is what the lifeguards put out when the sea’s too rough for swimming. Exactly
when that moment is reached is something that Rod alone decides A Iifeguard since the age of 14,

i:ake 1o ‘.mum a variety of things: you listen to the weather reports and forecasts and you
assess the strength of the wind.’ Other factors to be considered, depending on location, of course,
are the dangers that may be lurking in the water.

The vast majority of swimmers take notice of a red flag, but there are always those who don't, and
long before they start really getting into trouble, lifeguards will be on their way out to them, dragging
with them a ‘torpedo’ buoy, which is a long sausage- shaped inflatable on the end of a rope. This
can help them bring in swimmers suffering from gramp brought on by swimming too soon after a
meal, or ;angu scaused by swimming out too far. ‘Then you get the silly ones who jump off the
harbour wall,” sighs Rod. ‘Mostly, though, swimmers stick within our exclusion zone.’

At any one time, there are eight lifeguards on duty, either Scanning the waves or patrolling the
beach (lifebelts need checking, telephones need to be kept working in case of emergency calls).
The team works five days a week, and constantly has to rotate tasks as this facilitates maximum
degrees of attention. The other thing that keeps the lifeguards a eg is the fact that they all get on




well together. “It's not as if we're all sitting there in silence,’ says Lisa. 'We're always talking to each
other, either in person or down the two-way radio.’

In fact, each summer season is something of an old friend's reunion; this is the seventh year Pete
has worked here, while it's the fifth for Rebecca. Come wintertime, they go off round the world —
Pete’s been surfing in Mexico and Rebecca’s just back from Bali, Hawaii, and New Zealand. It's a
case of not yet wanting to give up their seasonal, sunlit round of beaches. ‘There’s plenty of time
for a proper job later,’ says Rebecca.

The first film maker?

When we think of animated films, it's often Walt Disney’s name that first comes to mind. However,
there is another less-known person whose work is very important to animators. Eadweard
Muybridge was a photographer who taught us more about animal and human motion than any
other, and who, with his camera, recorded details that couldn’t be seen”yvi/th,thewhumgn eye. It
could be argued that he is also one of the very earliest cinematographers, coming up with a device
which let him show moving images just like a film brojectof‘, He is particularly famous for
discovering that, for a moment, a moving horse lifts all four hooves off the ground at the same time.

Muybridge was an Englishman who moved to the United States in the 1850s, taking up
photography after he was seriously injured in a road accident. If he hadn’t suffered serious head
injuries when he was thrown out of a vehicle, he might never have chosen the creative profession
that he did.

By the 1860s, Muybridge was already well known for his Iandscape photos of California, but in
1872 he was hired by a race horse owner to try and work out the exact sequence of movements of
a horse. By placing cameras along the edge of the fradé, Muybridge managed to capture a series
of images which he then copied on to a disc. Using his invention, the zoopraxiscope, he was able
to create a little film which proved that horses moved quite differently from how artists used to paint
them.

He then took thousands of images not only of animals, but also of people doing athletic activities
and performing everyday tasks such as walking up steps, or throwing water from a bucket. As
travel became easier, he was able to give lectures around the world. With his careful, patient art,
Muybridge contributed a great deal to science. He didn’t have a quiet personal life, however. In
1874, he killed a man, but was later acquitted of murder.

In 1893, Muybridge charged the public to see his moving images in a hall in Chicago that was built
specially for the purpose. This building should really be called the first ever cinema. His
extraordinary photos are still an invaluable reference for cinema animators.
